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1. For anthropologists to support indigenous people in their attempts to identify and disentangle
processes of dispossession and domination is to restore some measure of trust and equality, rather
than cynicism and superiority, to the anthropological endeavour. But to support such marginalized
and dispossessed peoples effectively and appropriately we must focus attention on the processes and
sources of empowerment, in addition to those of disempowerment.

2. Dealing with these questions anthropologically entails looking at how everyday notions of difference
act as the foundations or building blocks of what become a politics of identity for groups fighting for
recognition. It necessitates paying attention to the social life of official categories of classification in

- the making of everyday relations. It also involves examining those instances in which cultural

politics shape state policy and discourse, and the role that the discipline of anthropology plays in this

process.
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
