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1. The conventional, and still popular, conception of an ethnic group is that of
people who share a common culture, speak a common language, and belong
to a common society. This conception ahs been sharply challenged by a
number of anthropologists who have been confronted with particular
ethnographic situations where the application of this conception would
produce a highly distorted analysis. .... Leach argued, instead, that ethnic
group, such as the Kachin, should be conceived of as social, not cultural,

2. ‘Kinship’ poses a different kind of problem. The study of ‘kinship’ really
does lie at the very heart of social anthropology and anthropologists argue a
great deal among themselves about just what the word is supposed to mean.
What they tend to overlook is that the very idea that kinship can be thought
of as a dimension of the total society, analogous to, yet quite distinct from,

both ‘economics’ and “politics’ , is an invention of the anthropologists
themselves.

3. The problems which confront us at home and in the world are resistant to
the old terms of ideological debate between ‘left’ and ‘right’, and if
‘ideology’ by now, and with good reason, is an irretrievably fallen word, it
is not necessary that ‘utopia’ suffer the same fate. But it will if those who
now call loudest for new utopias begin to justify degrading means in the
name of utopian or revolutionary end, and forget the simple lessons that if
the old debates are meaningless, some old verities are not — the verities of
free speech, free press, the right of opposition and of free inquiry. (12%)
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
